How might things have been different if people around the world had truly been aware of Hitler’s intentions?

Why do you think the Jews themselves did not attempt to rebel against the Germans?

· When the army first arrived in Hungary?

· When they were put into the ghettos?

· When they arrived at the concentration camps?

· As time went by in the camp?

In what ways were family relationships for the Jews altered during the Holocaust?

How might your perception of the things that are truly important in life alter if you were in Elie’s position?

Do you think a Holocaust like the one caused by Hitler could ever happen again?

· Why or why not?
