Step 1---Choose a career that interests you (see the attached list for ideas).
Step 2--- Research your topic and find at least five different

sources including at least one of each of the following:  one web site, 
one book or encyclopedia, one magazine or newspaper article, two other 
source of your choice.
Step 3--- As you research, focus on the demands of the job, the pay scale, the education needed, possibilities for advancement, and interesting facts about the career.  
Step 4---Print or copy all of your sources and write documentation on the top of each (see documentation sheet to learn how to do this)

Step 5---Write a bibliography card for each of your sources using proper documentation (refer to document sheet again)

Step 6---Print up a completed works cited sheet (double check your document sheet)

Step 7---Write 50 note cards using the information found in your 5 sources (refer to note card sheet)

Step 8---Write a well-formed outline of your research that will help you create a research paper (see outline sheet)
Step 9---Write a rough draft of your paper using internal documentation (see internal documentation sheet). WARNING: PAPERS WITH NO INTERNAL DOCUMENTATION WILL RECEIVE A ZERO FOR THE GRADE! PAPERS WITHOUT DOCUMENTATION ARE NOT RESEARCH PAPERS!
Step 10--Submit your completed rough draft to turnitin.com.

Step 11--Edit and revise your rough draft carefully and turn in a final copy with internal documentation, works cited sheet, and cover page (see checklist for final submission)

Step 12--Submit your final copy to turnitin.com and turn in the hard copy to Mrs. Barnes.
